Right now, government officials have to publish their intentions in the
newspaper. That includes where they intend to build facilities you don’t want
down the block.

In addition, Ohio newspapers upload thousands of public notices to a popular
website, PublicNoticesOhio.com, at no additional charge.

This will change if some politicians get their way.
